The world is full of 

negative, critical people.  We 

need to be positive, encouraging 

people to be the presence of 

Jesus.   

10. Be willing to change.  Ro-

mans 12:1 says: “Be trans-

formed by the renewing of your 

mind.”  We only grow spiritu-

ally when we’re changing.  

America is constantly changing.  

We must change as a church if 

we are going to grow in 2012.

 Every New Year 

people make resolutions to 

lose some weight and exer-

cise more, get out of debt 

and save more money, or 

spend more time with our 

families.

The most 

important thing we can ever 

do is lead people to Jesus 

and help them connect with a 

church.   

4.  Worship God every 

week with your church 

family.  Hebrews 10:25 

says: “Do not give up meet-

ing together, as some are in 

the habit of doing, but en-

couraging one another—

and all the more as you see 

the Day approaching.”  God 

deserves our worship, we 

need to worship God 

weekly for our spiritual 

health, and people will be 

blessed by our presence in 

worship.   

5. Serve God in a place of 

ministry weekly at 

church.  1 Peter 4:10 says: 

“Use whatever gift you 

have received to serve oth-

ers.”  We serve God by 

serving people, and we 

grow best when we’re serv-

ing at church.   

6. Get committed to a 

Connect Group weekly.  

Hebrews 10:24-25 says: 

“Let us consider how we 

may spur one another on 

toward love and good 

deeds, … encouraging one 

another.”  We need to meet 

with a small group of Chris-

tians weekly so we can pray 

for and encourage each 

other.   

7.  Deal with sinful habits.  

Hebrews 12:1 says: “Let us 

throw off everything that 

hinders and the sin that so 

easily entangles.”   We 

don’t have to go looking for 

sin; sin seeks us out.  What-

ever the sinful habit or ad-

diction, take steps to gain 

victory over the sin with
