      UIt is ridiculous to think that God is unjust. 

II   BECAUSE HE DOES WHAT HE DOES
       FREELY WITHOUT RESTRAINT. (15)
       UMercy is God’s activated   love to display His
           Glory.
       UHis mercies are great (2 Sam. 24:14)
       UHis mercies are rich (Eph. 2:4)
       UHis mercies are continuous (Heb. 4:14)

III   BECAUSE MERCY IS TOTALLY  DEPENDENT UPON GOD. (16)
        UNot our determination (Jas. 4:13-15)
        UNot by our exertion (Eph. 2:8-9)
        UGod will have mercy on anyone that He wants to.   
IV   BECAUSE HIS MERCY FLOWS FROM 
        BIBICAL REVELATION, NOT PERSONAL
        PERCEPTION. (17-18)
         UGod hardened what was already in Pharoah’s 
             Heart
            

Things to Remember:\
1.  You can’t accuse God for condemning someone 
      you thought should be saved. 
2.  You can’t condemn God for saving someone you
      thought shouldn’t be saved. 
3.   No one is so bad that they cannot be saved. 
      (Rom. 10:13)
4.   If you are a recipient of the Mercy of God, enjoy
      it.
5.   If you haven’t received God’s mercy, cry out to 
      Him for it. (Luke 18:13; John 1:13-1`3)
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
